As part of its ongoing Public Art Program, the Airport’s Public Art Committee 
presents a new six-month exhibition of ”favorite places open spaces”.  
Lawrence has selected dramatic images from his personal collections of 
photography which are displayed along with narratives to educate the viewer 
about the beauty and inspiration of each photo. 
 
 “I have great admiration for the people whose creativity has given us beautiful 
buildings, parks, gardens, bridges and other architectural wonders of past and 
present.  My photographs are meant to encourage others to explore ‘our world’, 
enjoy it and preserve it,” states David Lawrence.   
 
Lawrence’s work ranges from large-scale panoramic to detailed macro 
photography – sometimes looking at the whole scene and other times studying 
the geometry and colors of details.  Current digital technology enables him to 
print large-scale photographic images right in his own studio.
