The Taxiway B Reconstruction and Bridge
project continues today. Work to date:

Impacts on Airfield Operations

With the construction of Taxiway B
Bridge, Taxilane A has been the only cross
airfield access for aircraft to traverse from
opposite sides north of the airfield. This
has resulted in some congestions during
peak arrival and departure time periods. To
prevent delays and especially, to ensure
safety, FAA will assign runway 18L to
commercial turbojets for departures. Tur-
bojet pilots will be given the 210-degrees
heading to navigate the noise towards and
over Tampa Bay.

Air Gargo Service Road & Tunnel Onder
Runwag End 16l

This project as shown below, provides for the construction of a new cargo service road with a tunnel section (shown as blue under the
approach threshold of Runway 18L). This new cargo service road will extend from Checkpoint Bravo to the cargo/Ground Service
Equipment (GSE) facility located on the east side of the development area of the airport. A Notice to Proceed is scheduled for January
2010 with a substantial completion by December 2010.

Project Description

The cargo service road requires a 500 foot long cut and cover tunnel since a section of the roadway is located in the extended runway
safety area for Runway 36R-18L. The tunnel will be constructed approximately 300 feet north of the threshold of Runway 18L and will
be designed to withstand aircraft operations. The internal dimensions of the tunnel will be designed to accommodate 2-12 foot traffic
lanes, 1 foot of shy distance, 3 foot wide maintenance walkways and sidewall barriers. Total internal width will be approximately 35
feet. The minimum clearance height is 14-2”. More about this project and others can be found on www.TampaAirport.com under About
TPA and by clicking on Airport Business.

Impacts on Airfield Operations

Runway 36R-18L threshold will be displaced, meaning, a shorter runway available for aircraft departures and landings. With this reduc-
tion in runway length, there will be an increase in the utilization of aircraft operations on Runway 36L-18R. There will be periods that
Runway 36R-18L will be closed and during these closures, the Authority will also conduct slab replacements on the runway. Further-
more, during these closures, Runway 9-27 will be utilized to accommodate turbojet arrivals and departures. The noise office will send
out email alerts/notifications prior to any changes in airfield operations.
